Intro – Isaiah the prophet said Babylonian captivity would end. What God did for Israel physically He will do 

for us spiritually.  

 

I. Go through the gates. (10) 

A. The doors have been unlocked.  Is.61:1-3, Lk.4:16-21,  

B. Clear the way. John the Baptist made the way of salvation clear. Repent – Lk.13:3 

C. Make the path easy to travel, just come. Matt.11:28, Jn.10:9 

 

II. The message is proclaimed. (11)   Matt.24:14, Mk13:10 

A. He offers His reward. 

1. Forgiveness/salvation.  1Jn.1:9, Rom.5:9 

2. Brought back, redeemed. Lk.1:68, Jn1:12, Eph.1:7 

B. His judgement awaits those who reject. Ps.28:4, Rev.20:12-13 

 

III. Given a new name. (12) 

A. The saved are called a holy people, redeemed. 1Peter 2:9, Is.44:22, Acts 11:26 

B. Jerusalem is restored. Is.62:4, Is.52:9
